PERMANENT MUNICIPAL ORDER 

N°2025068 of August 1, 2025 

LIMITING VEHICLE ACCESS 

To the Medieval City of PEROUGES 

The Mayor, 

Considering the Highway Code; 

Considering the General Code of Local Authorities, particularly its articles L.2212-1, 

L2212-2, L2212-5, L2213-1, L2213-2, and 2213-4; 

Considering the Penal Code, particularly its article R.610-5; 

Considering the law 82-213 of March 2, 1982, amended by the law 82-623 of July 22, 

1982, relating to the rights and freedoms of Communes, Departments, and Regions; 

Considering the interministerial decree of November 24, 1967, amended, relating to 

road signage and all the texts that have modified and completed it; 

Considering that the mayor of Pérouges is the police authority in matters of traffic and 

parking in the commune of Pérouges; 

Considering that the City of Pérouges is heavily frequented by pedestrians and 

visitors who find favorable conditions for visiting the place; 

Considering that it is necessary to ensure public safety and the convenience of 

circulation for all users and pedestrians; 

Considering that the parking areas inside the City, and outside the City, particularly 

along the church, near the public toilets, and on the dirt parking lot called "Parking 

Thibaud" are very limited and quickly occupied; 

Considering that the enhancement for aesthetic purposes of the City of Pérouges, a 

protected heritage site, and labeled "Most Beautiful Village of France" must be taken 

into account; 

Considering that it is necessary to guarantee the free access of emergency and fire-

fighting vehicles; 

Considering that it is necessary to guarantee the free circulation of public service 

vehicles (Post, garbage collection, etc.), delivery vehicles; 

Article 1: Access Regulation 

Access to vehicles to the Medieval City is regulated from the Place du Plâtre by the 

installation of 2 "No Entry" signs forcing vehicles, as well as motorhomes, to descend 



via the RD4B and use the public parking lots provided for this purpose, to access the 

Medieval City. 

Vehicles of users designated in article 2 (called "Right holders") are nevertheless 

authorized to circulate and park there, subject to compliance with the following 

prescriptions: 

• Vehicles must give priority to pedestrian and bicycle traffic. 

• Vehicles must drive at a walking pace. 

• Vehicles must park in authorized spaces. 

Article 2: Vehicle Access Modalities 

Authorized users' vehicles (called "Right holders") are: 

• Residents and their relatives: residents of the City, family members of 

residents, friends of residents, 

• Merchants, artisans, health professionals, and their employees, 

• Hotel and tourist accommodation clients, 

• Clients of shops, artisans, tertiary and health activities, 

• Users of the Town Hall, employees, and elected officials, and their guests for 

meetings or receptions. 

• Mail, leaflet, and newspaper deliverers, deliverers to individuals, businesses, 

shops, artisans, 

• Health professionals on intervention, personal assistance services, 

• Home meal deliverers whose order and/or delivery point is inside the City, 

• Professionals ensuring cleaning, maintenance, or work on public and private 

spaces, equipment, and networks, 

• Emergency and fire-fighting vehicles, 

• Police, gendarmerie, and security professionals' vehicles, 

• Taxis, funeral vehicles, and cash transporters, 

• Moving professionals, and residents' vehicles necessary for moving, 

• Cycles (motorcycles and bicycles), 

• People with reduced mobility (vehicles displaying a PMR parking card), 

• Priests and laypeople providing a religious service in the church, 

• Teachers and parents of students of the ABCDaire school, 

• Participants in meetings scheduled in the halls and buildings inside the City. 

Article 3: Sanctions 



Any traffic in violation of the provisions of this order is punishable under the 

legislative and regulatory provisions in force. 

Article 4: Entry into Force 

This order takes effect on the day of its posting and the installation of signage.
